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VILLAGE OF NORTH PRAIRIE

REGULAR  MONTHLY BOARD MEETING

10 MAY 2007

Meeting was called to order at 7:05 P.M.  Roll was taken with the following present:

Pres. Whitmore    Trustees:  Hall, Iding, Nickerson, Samuels, Schreiber, Stellpflug

Motion to approve the minutes of 4-12-07 was made by Schreiber, sec. by Nickerson and carried.

Motion to open the meeting to citizens present was made by Whitmore, sec. by Nickerson and carried:
Doreen Salter asked what is the correct date for the meeting at the hall to discuss the project to build a playground at Broadlands and Prairie Village Parks.  The date is May 15th at 7:00 P.M.

Frank San Miguel asked if agenda item #7 could be addressed at this time regarding an electronic version of the municipal code and  partial payment to the Municipal Code Corporation.  San Miguel offered to apprise the Board of the status of the code even though he is no longer a trustee.  He has received via e-mail that an electronic version of the code will be made available.  He has received a sample chapter of the code in order to be sure we can utilize it with our software package.   It was suggested that the village receive the entire code (electronic format) before making the payment toward the balance due on the contract.  Motion was made by Samuels, sec. by Nickerson, to accept an invoice from Municipal Code Corporation for $1,257.79, (which is our 50% of the balance due) with the conditions that it is clear that we are going to receive our municipal code in an electronic format with the details of the payment and the electronic format  exchange be finalized by San Miguel and myself.  Motion carried.  
Tom Marks attended the meeting to determine if the village needs to establish a policy on ditch and easement restoration and maintenance.  Mr. Marks submitted pictures of a scenario between neighbors on 309 and 311 Cypress Point where there is water standing in the ditchline at 309 Cypress Point.  The homeowner at 309 Cypress Point feels the village should address the situation.  As there could be several reasons for water to stand in a ditch, i.e., one may be higher than the other and traps the water; the culverts may have been installed where one is higher than the other; there is a concrete driveway vs asphalt.  Concensus of the board was to do nothing; it is up to the homeowner to establish and maintain their ditches even though it is village property.  Mr. Marks will draft a letter to the homeowner in question to that effect.    

Board received a list of budget amendments for year ended December 31, 2006, prepared by Howard Jeanson.   Some board members questioned how the numbers were arrived at and felt an explanation from Mr. Jeanson would help to understand the report.  Motion to table this item and ask Mr. Jeanson to attend the June meeting was made by Whitmore, sec. by Nickerson and carried.

The next agenda item, to establish a committee to review village zoning ordinance districts for changes, will be combined with an Ad-Hoc Committee, chaired by Samuels,  to review the use of professional staff.  Motion was made by Whitmore, sec. by Schreiber, to incorporate the zoning ordinance districts for updates and changes to be a part of the responsibilities of the Ad-Hoc Committee – motion carried..  

Board reviewed the contract from Bartolotta’s for the fireworks display at this year’s Harvest Festival to be held on September 15, 2007.  Contract terms are the same as last year; motion to accept the contract was made by Whitmore, sec. by Nickerson.  Discussion:   Hall noted in Item #4, first sentence states the Sponsor shall pay a ⁪refundable/ ⁪ non-refundable deposit in the amount of $1,500 but there is nothing marked.  The refundable ‘box’ will be filled in.  Motion carried.

No report on the County Highway Substation Conditional Use Permit.

Whitmore reported a proposed Shoreland Preservation Overlay District would not be cost effective to prepare and is not needed.

The annual Prairie Village Water Trust meeting held at the Village Hall on April 25th took action to proceed with amending the Water Trust Agreement and operate as a Cooperative Association which requires approval of  2/3 of the membership.  Those members who were in attendance were provided with a ballot as to in favor of – or not in favor of amending the Agreement.  Ballots will be mailed to those who were not able to attend the meeting. 
 Bldg. Inspector’s report filed for the record.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

POLICE:   Filed for the record.  Captain Tesch is busy working with NIMS and radio rebanding.      
FIRE:  Filed for the record.  Included was approval for fire equipment to attend up-coming parades in neighboring communities as well the Burn Camp parade in East Troy at a committee meeting on May 7th.   Chief Gray has requested the committee approve Karen Keys to the position of 2nd Assistant Chief and that was also addressed on May 7th.  

MUNICIPAL COURT:  No report.
STREETS:  No report.

PARKS:   Samuels met with members of the North Prairie Athletic Association to discuss the ball diamonds at Broadlands Park, who had some concerns as far as safety issues that will need to be looked into with the grading and rocks that are showing thru, etc.  
Permits for three (3) aerators in Prairie Village pond to rid it of algae are being applied for; reminded those present again of the meeting at the hall on the 15th of May to lay the groundwork for the project planned to build a playground in Broadlands Park and up-grades to playground equipment in Prairie Village Park on June 9th.  

COMMUNITY ROOM:  New carpet has been installed in the Administration Office and in the Police Department.

INSURANCE/CABLE TV:  Bonds for public officials have been renewed.

SANITATION/RECYCLING:  No report.

LICENSING/FEE SCHEDULE:  No report.

PUBLIC RELATIONS:  No report.

Under the Village Presidents report, Whitmore referred to Item #2 on the agenda, which was to review and act on committees, commissions, boards for 2007-08.  A copy was distributed to the trustees as prepared by Whitmore.  A few changes were made to trustee committee assignments; telephone numbers were added or corrected.  Motion was made by Schreiber, sec. by Nickerson, to accept the committees and commissions with changes made – motion carried. 
Motion to re-open the meeting to citizens present was made by Whitmore, sec. by Schreiber and carried:

Doreen Salter reported there is a ‘bank’ of mailboxes in front of 414 Karin Drive where the blacktop is crumbling badly; saw a lot of culverts where debris was collecting. 

Sgt. Terry Tesch, with the village’s police department, reviewed the requirements of the NIMS (National Incident Command System) and a sub-committee that is working with local municipalities to comply with FY2007 compliance in order to qualify for federal grant funding in 2008.  Sgt. Tesch  reported on what readios will need to be re-banded due to Sprint/Nextel encroaching on the 800 radio emergency system; several radios on fire apparatus will need reprogramming as well as those on the village squads.

Finance Committee authorized payment of bills submitted with the contingency that,  upon delivery and acceptance of an order of new garbage cans in Broadlands Park, Samuels will authorize payment, on motion from Schreiber, sec. by Iding and carried. 
Motion to adjourn, at 9:07 P.M., was made by Schreiber, sec. by Samuels and carried.
