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VILLAGE OF NORTH PRAIRIE

REGULAR MONTHLY BOARD MEETING

14 JUNE 2007

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M.  Roll was taken with the following present:

Pres. Whitmore      Trustees:   Hall, Iding, Nickerson, Samuels, Schreiber, Stellpflug

Minutes from the meeting of 5-10-07 were approved on motion from Schreiber, sec. by Nickerson and carried.

Motion to open the meeting to citizens present was made by Whitmore, sec. by Schreiber and carried:

Steve Vock, 105 Oakwood La., stated when Bill’s Self Service Station remodeled, the lights were ‘dropped down’ below the canopy and lights up the entire neighborhood; is there an ordinance?   Will review their site plan/plan of operation for compliance.
Aaron Fahl of Ruekert-Mielke distributed the draft Land Use Plan and map, which included changes discussed and approved at the Plan Commission meeting on Tuesday, June 12, 2007.   Whitmore suspended the rules to address any questions from representatives from the Town of Eagle, who had attended several of the workshops; they indicated they were okay with changes that were made from Tuesday’s meeting.  

Motion was made by Nickerson, sec. by Samuels, to accept the ordinance as it was proposed by the Plan Commission to create a new Land Use and Transportation Plan for the Village of North Prairie.  Motion carried.
Howard Jeanson, Village Accountant, provided details to proposed budget amendments for year ending December 31, 2006, which will be made  part of the record.  In conclusion, even with some overspent accounts, the Village used only $68,000 of its surplus in 2006; the budget was to use $90,000.  One area where revenues exceeded their budgets was the interest revenue which earned $62,000 whereas $26,000 was budgeted.  Motion to approve the budget amendments was made by Nickerson, sec. by Schreiber – voice vote as follows:

Motion was unanimous.

Board discussed allocating surplus funds into a replacement – or set aside fund for future spending purposes.  There is possibly $200,000 that is over and above the recommended 25%.  Whatever amount the Board designates will become part of the financial statements for 2006.
Motion to set up a fund in the amount of $100,000 as recommended by Mr. Jeanson, and have a draft resolution to be acted on at the July meeting, was made by Whitmore, sec. by Nickerson and carried.

The Village has received an electronic format of the Municipal Code; the deputy clerk will check this format against the bound copy and note any discrepancies before any payment is made.

In an up-date on the status of the Prairie Village Water Trust, correspondence from Atty. James Dunlap indicates the entire membership of the ‘Trust’ was canvassed and more than two-thirds voted to amend the Trust Agreement  allowing the Trust to be taken over by a cooperative association duly organized under Chapter 185 of the Wisconsin Statutes.

Samuels reported the Ad-Hoc Committee has met; are reviewing assignment responsi-

bilities; fee schedules, flow chart concerns with policies and procedures for applications, determining if there are any contractural agreements with professional staff, etc. The committee will move forward with flow charts in order to have the application process  move forward more smoothly.   The committee has questions regarding the staff meetings that are on-going; why have them, how often do they meet, what does it cost the village, etc., etc.   The committee is moving forward on all these items.

Whitmore reported on some future road work on STH 59 in the year 2013 going to the west toward Eagle – just for informational purposes at this time.

Clerk reported the following beer/liquor licenses are up for renewal:

Broadlands Golf Club LLC; Sports Page Bar & Grill; Lucy’s Restaurant; North Prairie Petro Center; North Prairie Dawgs LOL.
Clerk has received word from the Department of Revenue there is an issue with Lucy’s Restaurant and the license should not be issued until such time as the matter is settled.  Motion to grant the alcohol beverage license renewals with the provision that Lucy’s will be issued upon approval by the State, was made by Whitmore, sec. by Nickerson and carried.
A Certified Survey Map was approved at the Plan Commission at their meeting of June 12, 2007.  The property in question is the Frederick Kipp land on CTH ZZ, Town of Genesee.  North Prairie has extra-territorial jurisdiction.  The Kipp’s are splitting off some acreage for a family member to construct a home.  Motion to accept the recommendation of the Plan Commission and approve the CSM was made by Whitmore, sec. by Samuels and carried.

 Monthly report from Tom Marks indicates there has been a permit issued for a new single family in The Broadlands.
Clerk reported applications to renew bartender’s licenses for 2006-‘07 has been received; motion to approve was made by Nickerson, sec. by Iding and carried.

Renewal of cigarette licenses for 2006-‘07 was approved on motion from Whitmore, sec. by Samuels and carried.
Soda license renewals for 2006-’07 were reviewed; motion to approve and exempt fees to the clerk’s office, Fire Dept. and Police Dept., was made by Whitmore, sec. by Samuels and carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

POLICE:  Filed for the record.

FIRE:  At a committee meeting, the decision to reband eight (8) radios on fire apparatus, at a cost of $76.63 apiece, was approved.  Bids to replace windows, which now numbers seven (7), were reviewed and will be turned over to the Bldgs. & Grounds Committee.

MUNICIPAL COURT:  No report.

STREETS:  No report.

PARKS:  Samuels reported there were 80 plus people to put up new playground e-

quipment in The Broadlands Park and Prairie Village.  Due to wetness in the Prairie Village Park, the volunteers were unable to complete all of the structures.  Also, in order to allow the ball diamond area to have a sufficient growth of grass, there will be no games played there this year.  Samuels was applauded for all her efforts in organizing this huge project.
Samuels is having the Prairie Village pond treated to contain the cattail growth; will not harm the wildlife.

STREETS:  Stellpflug reported meeting with Frank San Miguel regarding roadwork planned for this year.  Bids notices will be prepared soon.  Will be sending letters to homeowners on Prairie View Drive and Karin Drive where ditch work was done last year urging them to maintain those ditches.

COMMUNITY ROOM:  Hall received information that some additional file space is needed in the Clerk’s office; will look into it.  Schreiber inquired if the carpeting had been cleaned in the board meeting room and trustee’s room; Clerk confirmed that had been done.  Brief discussion regarding the village hall hooking up to the municipal system and should be done soon.

INSURANCE/CABLE TV:  Iding reported the village has received its quarterly  franchise fees in the amount of $5,524.13 from Time Warner.
 SANITATION/RECYCLING:  Stellpflug will inquire about receiving a monthly report from John’s Disposal indicating amounts of recycling participation, etc.
LICENSE/RECYCLING:  No report.

PUBLIC RELATIONS:   Hall will work on a news release to the Mukwonago Chief regarding the new playground structures, including pictures, and how it all came about; will also be placed on the Village’s website.
VILLAGE PRESIDENT:  Just a reminder for procedures regarding closed meetings as reviewed in correspondence from Atty. John Macy.  The recent policy regarding disposal of surplus property was reviewed and commented on from Atty.  Macy; urged all to review same.
Motion to re-open the meeting to citizens present was made by Whitmore, sec. by Schreiber and carried:

Doreen Salter stated there are several lights in the fire department bay that are not working; any plans to replace?  Village’s DPW employee is working on them, per Chief Gray.     

Finance Committee met earlier this date to approve bills.  Motion was made by Schreiber, sec. by Iding, to approve all bills presented to the committee with the exception of Gerber Leisure Products which will be reviewed by Samuels and {she}will inform the Clerk when to release the check.  Motion carried.

Motion to adjourn, at 9:05 P.M., was made by Schreiber, sec. by Samuels and carried.
