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VILLAGE OF NORTH PRAIRIE

REGULAR MONTHLY BOARD MEETING

9 AUGUST 2007

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M.  Roll was taken with the following present:

Minutes from the meeting of 7-12-07 were approved on motion from Nickerson, sec. by Samuels and carried.
Motion to open the meeting to citizens present was made by Whitmore, sec. by Schreiber and carried:
Doreen Salter asked why the fire department is toned out for trees down?  Chief Gray responded it is a safety issue; the department can clear the roadway quicker than to call in the county DPW.

Bob Bulle, 201 Karin Dr., asked the status of his request to re-pave his driveway to the road in concrete; thought this was referred to committee last month.  The Streets and Roads Committee will hold a meeting and make a recommendation next month.

Whitmore announced he has appointed Rick Heuer to fill the vacancy on the Plan Commission as Eric Sturm has moved out of the village.

A resolution creating a designated non-lapsing fund entitled ‘Capital Expenditure Fund’ to accumulate needed capital to finance police, fire and public works equipment purchases was discussed.  Correspondence received from Atty. Macy suggests that there be a separate budget document showing for what – and when – these monies might be used to support this resolution.  Motion to pass the resolution was made by Whitmore, sec. by Samuels.  Discussion:  Samuels recommended there be a time frame established for these requests by November.  Motion carried.
A public hearing will be held at the September meeting to adopt the Municipal Code.  Clerk to publish a Class 2 notice in the Mukwonago Chief.
In an up-date on the Ad-Hoc Committee looking into use of professional fees/review of zoning ordinance and fee structure, Hall reported the committee is working on creating flowcharts for use when applying for specific permits; implementing a fee schedule or filing fee are also being considered.  The committee is concentrating on zoning districts B-1, B-2 and I-1 in an effort to determine if the parking restrictions are hampering development per discussions with Tom Marks who has dealt with this issue.  The requirement of Conditional Use permits in some categories within these zoning districts adds to the cost and time and are being looked into as well.

Members of the Plan Commission and Ad-Hoc Committee will do a ‘walk through’ of the downtown area on September 11th at 6:30 P.M., to familiarize themselves with some of the issues being looked at, such as the availability of parking.  The Village Board is invited as well.

A Certified Survey Map, submitted by Leonard and Sherry Falk, 279 N. Fairview Ave. was reviewed.  They own lots 23 and 24 in the Harvey Subdivision and wish to combine them into one tax key number.  Plan Commission recommends the Board approve the

CSM; motion for same was made by Nickerson, sec. by Samuels and carried.

A resolution to maintain responsible unit (RU) status to reflect current state statutes for recycling grants was approved on motion from Samuels, sec. by Iding and carried.

Building Inspector’s report was filed for the record.

Clerk reported an application for an operator’s license for Taylor Noble has been filed; has completed the beverage server course and a background check indicated no problems.  Motion to approve was made by Whitmore, sec. by Schreiber and carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

POLICE:  Filed for the record.

FIRE:  Filed for the record.  A reminder the Firemen’s Picnic is Saturday, August 11th, starting at 3:00 P.M. in Veteran’s Park.

MUNICIPAL COURT:  No report.  Brief talk regarding calling a meeting with the court officials. 

STREETS:  Stellpflug reported the parking lot at the fire station will be seal coated as soon as the valve box on the hydrant located on the northwest corner is repaired. The committee is expanding their crack filling proposals to include any needed areas in Roberts Woods Subdivision and are awaiting any quotes received.

PARKS:  Samuels reported the village has taken delivery on picnic tables and benches for Broadlands Park; the volleyball court is done; final grading, seeding and straw cover is also done.  The additional playground equipment in Prairie Village Park has been installed.  Brief discussion regarding the difficulty accessing Broadlands Park.  Apparently kids are cutting thru the cemetery to get to it; word has been received that people are using the road into the condos to look for the entrance to the park.
Need to get some signs directing the public how to find the park.

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Hall reported the committee is looking into the procedure to hook the building up to the municipal water system for next year.  The clerk and deputy clerk have submitted some figures for additional filing space and the committee will look into the matter.

An additional report from Samuels:  the bid for new windows at the fire station has been accepted; a bid to replace all the light fixtures in the fire station bay was also accepted.  These expenditures are part of the 2007 capital expenditures for the fire station.

INSURANCE/CABLE TV:  Iding has received word that the village’s Statement of Values will be done thru a web-site; she will need to complete a training web cast and then will be provided with a user ID and password.  After that, she can go on line and make any changes/or additions.  Seeking bids for insurance for the coming year is the next goal; it was suggested checking with Ed Rutledge, former chairperson/trustee, for any help. 
SANITATION/RECYCLING:  Stellpflug reported he has received the necessary information to apply for recycling grant dollars for 2008; application is due October 1st.

No information at this time from the state regarding a tipping fee. 
PUBLIC RELATIONS:  Hall would like to take a picture of the Board members for the web-site after adjournment.  She will meet with the Deputy Clerk regarding items to be added to the web-site.  
VILLAGE PRESIDENT:  Reminded those trustees that have not taken the NIMS courses (200 & 700) that the deadline is September 30th.  Reported on the progress of the efforts to have the Marine Band perform at the up-coming Harvest Festival.   Donations are coming in to help off-set the cost of approx. $12,500 which includes ground transportation, lodging and food.  Whitmore reported there is approx. $10,000-some of which is in hand, others pledged but not yet received.   Any multiple number of trustees that volunteer their time during the Festival will be duly posted so as not to be perceived as an illegal meeting. 

Motion to re-open the meeting to citizens present was made by Whitmore, sec. by Schreiber and carried:
Doreen Salter inquired as to what is a tax key number and it was explained.

Finance Committee met earlier to review bills for payment.  Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Schreiber, sec. by Nickerson and carried.

Motion to adjourn, at 8:15 P.M., was made by Schreiber, sec. by Iding and carried.
