VILLAGE OF NORTH PRAIRIE

REGULAR MONTHLY BOARD MEETING

11 OCTOBER 2007

Meeting was called to order at 7:05 P.M.  Roll was taken with the following present:

Minutes from the meeting of 9-13-07 were approved on motion from Nickerson, sec. by Schreiber and carried.

Motion to open the meeting to citizens present was made by Whitmore, sec. by Samuels and carried.  There being no comments from the floor, meeting continued with regular business:  

Prior to formal adoption of the codified Municipal Code, action to re-adopt certain ordinances, i.e., Ord. #1-05-(relating to non-use of alcohol licenses); #5-05-(create revised park rules); #4-06-(election poll hours) and incorporate them into the “Code” was necessary as they do not appear in the printed bound version. Motion to adopt these ordinances was made by Whitmore, sec. by Nickerson and carried.

Motion to adopt the codified Municipal Code was made by Nickerson, sec. by Schreiber and carried. 

The fire department has an excess inventory of four (4) 800 mHz radios which are outdated.  These radios were purchased approx. two (2) years ago for $425 each. The original supplier was contacted and were willing to purchase them at $395 each but there would be shipping charges.

The Wales-Genesee Fire Department would purchase the radios at a cost of $395 each with no implied warranties or assurances.  The Public Safety, Protective Services recommends selling them to Wales-Genesee rather than going out for bids, for a total amount of $1,580.00.  Motion for same was made by Nickerson, sec. by Schreiber.  Discussion:  Question was asked why the fire department can’t use them.  Whitmore explained the radios cannot be updated to receive; could be used on scene but cannot communicate with dispatch.  Schreiber commented since receiving a grant for new radios, these cannot be re-programmed and are more or less dust collectors.  Schreiber stated Wales-Genesee would use them for a short term until such time as a grant for radios is awarded to them.  Samuels is concerned that in selling them to Wales-Genesee there would be no back-up radios; it’s known that radios are occasionally lost, damaged and then we would have to buy some more for ‘x’ amount of dollars.  Nickerson amended his motion to sell them upon clarification they are {dust collectors} for us and there are enough radios to handle anything coming down the road in the near foreseeable future.  Schreiber amended his second-motion carried. 

Whitmore clarified action taken at the last meeting regarding a policy dealing with concrete driveways to the road. If there is a violation since the adoption of an existing ordinance passed in 1994 that a driveway is concrete to the road, which is not permitted, and we receive a complaint, we will act on it.  It will not be overlooked.  

A summary of the village’s status/compliance with the National Incident Management System (NIMS) was given by Capt. Terry Tesch, village police department.  Capt. Tesch has been appointed as the contact person and has been attending various meetings. He reported that, at this time, we only need to meet the Tier 1 aspect of NIMS.  In addition, the village needs to have in place management incidents and preplanned events using the Incident Command System (ICS); the fire department is already doing this and the police department has been since May of this year.  The rest of the report indicates the village is moving in the right direction.  There are some persons that have not taken all the required FEMA courses, but there is still time to accomplish that, however, he urged it be done as soon as possible.                   

Monthly report from Tom Marks:  one (1) permit issued for a new single family; miscellaneous permits for water hook-ups, permits for decks, etc.

Applications from We Energies to install new gas service to the following homes:  218 Augusta Crt., 212 Crooked Stick Pass, 112 Ferris Dr., were approved on motion from Whitmore, sec. by Iding and carried.

A permit to up-grade 3-phase wiring at the corner of CTH E/STH 59 was approved on motion from Samuels, sec. by Whitmore and carried.

Permit from Time Warner to bury cable at 106 N. Oakridge Dr., was approved on motion from Whitmore, sec. by Iding and carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

POLICE:  Filed for the record.

FIRE:  The department will hold an open house on Sunday, October 14, 2005 from 1-5 P.M. in conjunction with Fire Prevention Week activities.  Later in the month, the department will deliver pizzas to check smoke detectors.  Premise being if the smoke detector is working, the family gets a free pizza; if it is not working, they get a free detector.  More good “PR” for the community.  

MUNICIPAL COURT:  No report.

STREETS:  Local roadwork and crack filling has been completed.  Stellpflug reported a resident had their mailbox damaged in the course of paving a portion of Fairview Ave.; is checking out who is responsible between Wolf Paving and Merit Asphalt.  Stellpflug is unable to access the Paser program, which rates village roads; will continue to pursue same.  Checking into LRIP (Local Road Improvement Program) for matching dollars for up-coming roadwork for 2008; will report back.  

PARKS:  Samuels reported trees have been planted in the parks; lights have been installed on the flagpoles in Veteran’s and Prairie Village Parks and the pavilion in Prairie Village Park, among other improvements/upgrades.  

COMMUNITY CENTER:  Additional circuits have been added to the kitchen area at the hall.

INSURANCE/CABLE TV:  No report.

SANITATION/RECYCLING:  Stellpflug reported John’s Disposal has asked a per-unit increase for ’08 to $12.25/month for garbage and recycling services (up from $12.00 in ’07).  They would agree to no increase if the Village agrees to extend their agreement by 4-years (thru 12/31/12).  The committee will schedule a meeting and review the matter as well as review a proposal received from Veolia Environmental Services.

LICENSING/FEE SCHEDULE:  Whitmore reported he was contacted by the outside billing service for ambulance calls and indicated the village is way below what the allowable payments are from insurance companies and that the village is losing money.  He requested information on what the insurance companies are allowing; will need it to up-date the contracts with the communities we provide service to. 

PUBLIC RELATIONS:  Hall reported there was a good article on the recent Harvest Fest in the Mukwonago Chief.  Others commented the Village got a lot of ‘print’ from other papers and sources as well.

VILLAGE PRESIDENT:  Whitmore announced there will be a walk-through of the County Highway Substation November 6th at 3:45 P.M.  Rich Bolte, Director of Public Works will attend, Plan Commission members, Trustees, or whomever, is welcome to attend.  

Motion to re-open the meeting to citizens present was made by Whitmore, sec. by Schreiber and carried:  Doreen Salter asked if the village has an ordinance regarding sex offenders as it relates to closeness to parks, playgrounds, etc.  Whitmore will take this under advisement as this is a concern and several communities have something in place or are revising an existing ordinance.

Finance Committee met earlier and authorized payment of bills as presented after a few clarifications are made -motion from Schreiber, sec. by Iding and carried.

Motion to adjourn, at 8:30 P.M., was made by Whitmore, sec. by Schreiber and carried.
