Best Buy, St. Vincent De Paul, Recycle Technologies (Springdale Rd.) or the Waukesha Recycling Company (Tesch Ct}.

2.For TVs:
a. Community Drop-Off events (see above- there is a fee far some items}

b. Recycle Technologies (2815 South 171st Street, New Berlin, W153151) will take TVs for a fee. Call them for current prices, location, and
hours.

c. Best Buy may accept TVs for a fee up to 32" screen size. www.bestbuy.com/recycling

d. St. Vincent De Paul’s may take TVs and computer monitors for a fee depending on sizes. Call them for current prices, location, and
hours,

3, For a pickup option at home, residents may try a disposal company like “1-800-Got-Junk” or “The Junk Shuttle” to come and pick up their items,
Caltlocal companies for current rates and more information.
